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DECREE
of 17 July 2006

implementing regulation on the management system for the rail operation safety and rail transport safety, and on procedures in the event of the rise of accidents and incidents in rail systems
The Ministry of Transport stipulates according to the sub­section 66 (1) of the Act No. 266/1994 Coll., on Rail Systems, as amended by the Act No. 23/2000 Coll., Act. No. 77/2002 Coll., Act No. 103/2004 Coll. and Act No. 181/2006 Coll., (hereinafter referred to as "Act") to implement the sub­section 22 (5), 23a (7), 34h (9), 35 (3), 49e (6) and 53b (1), (2) and (5) of the Act and according to the sub­section 66 (5) of the Act:

Section 1
Subject Matter of Legislation
This Decree1) is to implement relevant directives of the European Communities2) and to regulate
a)
elements of the management system for the rail transport safety and the content of the annual report on rail operation safety,

b)
the specimen application for issue the safety authorization of nation­wide or regional infrastructure manager and the specimen of the safety authorization of nation­wide or regional infrastructure manager,

c)
elements of the management system for the rail transport safety according to the type and extent of performed activities and the content of the annual report on safety,

d)
the specimen application for issue the railway undertaking safety certificate and the specimen of the railway undertaking safety certificate,

e)
content of the Annual Report on activities of the Rail Authority,

f)
determining the serious accidents in rail transport, accidents or near misses for which the Rail Safety Inspection Office performs investigation of the causes and circumstances of their occurrence,
g)
types of accidents and incidents in rail transport operation, procedures at their occurrence and measures at locations of accidents and incidents, the competence to investigate the causes and circumstances and measures to prevent the occurrence of accidents and incidents,

h)
the specimens report on results of investigation of causes and circumstances of accidents and incidents.

Section 2
Elements of the management system for the rail operation safety and rail transport safety 
(1)
Depending upon the type and extent of performed activities of the nation­wide or regional infrastructure manager or railway undertaking the management system for the rail operation safety or rail transport safety contains following elements:
a)
determination of the organization structure of the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking and competency of individual organizational units,

b)
allocation responsibilities of the management and other employees of the infrastructure manager to ensure the safety of railway operation and rail transport organization, in particular responsibility for ensuring safe railway servicing, railway components maintenance for the railway operation safety, ensuring the inspection of the railway servicing safety and organizing the rail transport, ensuring the quality control of material and products supplies for the rail transport operation influencing the operation safety, and for control of subcontractors activities or laying down the responsibilities of managers and other employees of the undertaking for the railway transport operation safety, ensuring the control of the safe technical condition of rail vehicles, quality control of material and products supply for the rail transport operation influencing the operation safety and for control of subcontractors activities,

c)
determination of responsibility for keeping of continuous documentation concerning all important components of the management system for the rail operation safety or rail transport safety,

d)

setting safety targets and measures for systematic enhancement of the system of ensuring rail operation or rail transport safety.

(2)
Requirements to the management system for the rail operation safety and rail transport safety are stated in the Annex 1 to this Decree.
Section 3
The specimen application for issue of the nation­wide or regional infrastructure manager safety authorization and the specimen certificate of nation­wide or regional infrastructure manager
The specimen application for issue of the nation­wide or regional infrastructure manager safety authorization is set out in the Annex 2 to this Decree. The specimen certificate of nation­wide or regional infrastructure manager is set out in the Annex 3 to this Decree.

Section 4
Content of the Annual Report on rail operation or rail transport safety
(1)
The Annual Report on the nation­wide or regional rail operation safety contains evaluation of the status of the management system for the rail operation safety, at least:
a)
information on fulfilment of safety targets, set up by the infrastructure manager, and results of performance of measures for systematic enhancement of the management system for the rail operation safety,

b)
registration statement concerning the accidents and incidents for the past calendar year according to Annex 4 to this Decree,

c)
results of internal audits of the management system for the rail operation safety,

d)
data on defects and failures related to the infrastructure management, which might lead to accident or serious accident occurrence.

(2)
The Annual Report on the rail transport safety on the nation­wide or regional rail system contains evaluation of the status of management system for the rail transport safety, at least:
a)
information on fulfilment of safety targets, set up by the railway undertaking and results of performance of measures for systematic enhancement of the management system for the rail transport safety,

b)
registration statement concerning the accidents and incidents for the past calendar year according to Annex 4 to this Decree,

c)
results of the internal audits of the management system for the rail transport safety,

d)
data on defects and failures related to the rail transport operation, which might lead to accident or serious accident occurrence.

Section 5
The specimen application for issue the nation-wide or regional railway undertaking safety certificate and the specimen of the nation-wide or regional railway undertaking safety certificate
The specimen application for issue the nation-wide or regional railway undertaking safety certificate is set out in the Annex 5 to this Decree. The specimen of the nation-wide or regional railway undertaking safety certificate is set out in the Annex 6 to this Decree.

Section 6
Content of the Annual Report on activities of the Rail Authority
The Annual Report of the Rail Authority contains information on activities of the Rail Authority in the area of the rail operation safety and rail transport safety on the nation-wide railway and regional railways, at least on
a)
the development of safety on the nation-wide railway and regional railways including the registration statement for accidents and incidents for the past year according to the Annex 4 to this Decree on the nation-wide railway and regional railways,

b)
important changes in legislation and regulations concerning the safety of the rail operation and rail transport on the nation-wide or regional railways,

c)
development in the area of granting the infrastructure manager safety authorisation and railway undertaking safety certificate,

d)
results and experience gained from the execution of the state surveillance over the nation-wide and regional infrastructure managers’ and railway undertakings’ activities on these railways, performed by the Rail Authority.

Section 7
Procedures at the occurrence of accident or incident in the rail transport
(1)
The infrastructure manager and railway undertaking establish individual or joint reporting sites, which shall ensure reporting of the accident or incident occurrence according to the subject of business.
(2)
If the accident of incident occurs within the infrastructure operation or rail transport operation, the infrastructure manager and the railway undertaking ensure that each employee or a person in the contractual relation to the infrastructure manager or the undertaking, which participate by their work activity in the infrastructure operation or rail transport, without delay report the occurrence of it to the designated reporting site, in case they ascertained the event themselves or they were notified on it on a credible basis.
(3)
After the occurrence of the accident or incident within the infrastructure operation and rail transport, according to its character the reporting site without unnecessarily delay performs the measures to prevent further damages and instantly notifies of the accident or incident occurrence
a)
Rail Safety Inspection Office, according to the provision of the Section 8,

b)
Police of the Czech Republic, in case of the accident or incident resulting in death, bodily injury, considerable damage to property3) or environment, and further in all cases, where the reasonable suspicion exists that the accident or incident occurred as a consequence of committing a crime,

c)
Operations and Information Centre of the Fire Rescue Brigade of the Czech Republic and Medical rescue Service, if it is necessary to provide the rescue operations and they cannot be performed by infrastructure manager’s and rail undertaking’s own sources.

The notification shall include the date, time and place of the accident or incident occurrence, its short description and consequences, name of the reporter and reporter’s contact data. 
(4)
The infrastructure manager and the railway undertaking shall set down their own organizational measures for the case of fast reporting of accidents and incidents in the form of the reporting schedule. The reporting schedule is a part of the management system for the rail operation safety or rail transport safety; it has to be updated at least once a year and it must be accessible at all workplaces, which were entrusted with reporting of the accidents and incidents by the infrastructure manager and the railway undertaking.
Section 8

Reporting of the accident or incident occurrence to the Rail Safety Inspection Office
(1)
The occurrence of the accident or incident within the infrastructure operation and the rail transport is reported to the Rail Safety Inspection Office by Reporting site, determined by the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking without unnecessary delay after establishing the facts according to the paragraph 2. A near misses may by reported by the infrastructure manager or the railway undertaking according to the activity performed within their subject of business after the agreement with the Rail Safety Inspection Office in aggregate for the elapsed period agreed.
(2)
The notification is passed in to the Rail Safety Inspection Office by phone or via the remote electronic connection or by telecommunication equipment. The notification shall include the date, time and place of the accident or incident occurrence, its short description and consequences, i.e. number of dead and injured persons, preliminary evaluation of damages and the presumed period of rail transport limitation or suspension.
Section 9
Measures in the place of incident
(1)
To determine causes and circumstances of an incident that occurred during railway operation and railway transport operation, the infrastructure manager and railway undertaking authorize, each independently, a person professionally qualified to carry out activities within the frame of the subject of such business; an authorized, professionally qualified person, is defined as an employee or a person in another contractual relationship to the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking (further referred to as "authorized person"). The authorized person is authorized to secure the place of incident, document the procedures of securing and operating the railway and railway transport organization, condition of railway construction, structures on the railway and the railway vehicle related to the incident occurrence and its cause, to assess causes and circumstances of the incident occurrence and to suggest responsibilities for its occurrence.

(2)
The authorized person makes it possible for the Rail Safety Inspection Office personnel to examine all documents related to the occurrence of the incident, namely the recorded testimonies of employees, evaluation of electronic devices logs, documents on determined conditions of specified technical devices, equipment condition logs, measuring protocols, and allows them to make copies, abstracts or photographic documentation, and helps the personnel to obtain whatever they want on location. 

(3)
Changes to the original condition in the place of incident before arrival of the prosecutor and Rail Safety Inspection Office personnel are admissible only with the approval of the commander of the action of the components of the Integrated Rescue System5). If these persons do not participate, the changes to the original condition in the place of incident are admissible with the approval of an authorized person working for the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking, as defined in paragraph 1, if rescue operations are carried out4), or in accordance with the provisions of special regulations6). In such cases, the authorized person makes the drawing of the original situation, including carried out cleaning operations required for re-establishing of railway operation and railway transport, or the place (original situation) can be documented using technical tools. The authorized person that issued the command or authorized the changes is responsible for making of the drawing and documenting of the place of incident.

(4)
The authorized person in the place of incident, depending on its nature, proceeds in compliance with the instructions of the prosecution and the Rail Safety Inspection Office personnel, if they are present, namely:

a)
prevents moving of all involved rail and other vehicles, manipulation with controls and any operators of involved units influencing the incident, and moving of objects related to the incident, until approval has been issued to launch cleaning operations, excluding the situation when such action is required to carry out rescuing4) or it is permitted by special regulations6),

b)
marks the places and positions of persons and objects that had to be moved during the rescue operation,

c)
 collects all available written documents, records from recording devices used in railway operation and transport and logs from rail vehicle speedometers in such a manner that they cannot be lost, degraded or subsequently manipulated with,

d)
secures the tracks of a derailed vehicle from degradation, including a sufficient area in front of and behind the place of derailing, and records them in a drawing or makes photographic documentation,

e)
determines and records the status of control-command devices, namely the status of safety locks, counters, signalling devices, position of point switches; secures electronic logs of the devices activities and provides evaluation thereof,

f)
determines and records all available circumstances of the incident, the condition of overhead line on an electrified line, behaviour of the participants in the incident, and weather and environmental impacts on the railway operation and operation of railway transport,

g)
requests identification data of involved personnel and other participants of in the incident, or other persons who are direct witnesses of the incident; identification data include name and surname, date of birth and residency, employer name and address,

h)
ensures breath testing of all involved infrastructure manager a railway undertaking personnel for alcohol and other addictive substances; if there is a suspicion an employees is under the influence of alcohol or some other addictive substances, the employee must be examined by the company physician or a physician chosen by the prosecution,

i)
decides whether the involved infrastructure manager and railway undertaking employees will continue working, if they are demonstrably disturbed by the incident or if they can be assumed to be responsible for its occurrence, if this is an incident that resulted in death, injury or large property damage, excluding the rescue operations4),

j)
prepares documentation of the condition of the said railway infrastructure, structure on the railway, device or rail vehicle in the moment of the occurrence of the incident,

k)
makes a preliminary assessment of the damage.

(5)
Participant of the incident is defined for the purposes of this Decree as natural and legal person affected by the incident or participating in its occurrence through their activities.

Section 10
Competence to establishing of causes and circumstances of the incident
(1)
Infrastructure manager and railway undertaking make sure that, depending on the activity carried out within the frame of their subject of business, in case of an incident on the railway or rail vehicle they operate, causes and circumstances of the incident are determined, including responsibilities for its occurrence.

(2)
Documentation of established facts according to sub-section 9 (4) is administered by the authorized person in the file, including results of the determination of circumstances of the occurrence of the incident, and including probable cause, records, damage estimates, real damage and suggestion of responsibilities for the occurrence of the incident.

(3)
While determining the causes and circumstances of the incident, the authorized person assesses, depending on the nature of the incident, namely the following:

a)
the results of the examination of the place of incident,

b)
collected documentation and records,

c)
 results of measurements in the place of incident, results of railway vehicle or device technical condition inspection and records of the railway construction status, technical status of the vehicle or components of the infrastructure,

d)
explanations of the involved employees concerning the occurrence of the incident in relation to the fulfilment of their work tasks and possible statements of third persons.

(4)
Based on the analysis of facts according to paragraph 3 and their comparison with relative facts defined in technical specifications of interoperability7), technical regulations8), harmonized or specified technical standards9) and internal regulations of infrastructure manager or railway undertaking, the authorized person determines the cause of the incident in the assessment and suggests responsibility for its occurrence.

(5)
Assessment of causes and circumstances of the incident includes facts, proven and documented when establishing the causes and circumstances of the incident, namely:

a)
marking of the incident according to Section 11, with date, time and place of the occurrence,

b)
description of the event and its location, including the activity of the Integrated Rescue System and the emergency service, if they took part,

c)
identification data of the participants of the incident, meaning their names and surnames, date of birth, residency, name and residence of the employer, information about rail vehicles, devices and other technical devices and vehicles,

d)
consequences of the incident on people's health, enumeration of property damage for individual owners,

e)
time of interrupted and limited railway traffic operation, use of replacement transportation,

f)
way of re-establishing of railway operation and railway transport,

g)
determined information regarding causes and circumstances of the incident, activation of Integrated Rescue System and emergency health service plans,

h)
determining of responsibility for the incident including quoted legal and internal regulations and harmonized or specified technical standards that were not adhered to,

i)
if the incident was caused by a human factor failure, provide the assessment of health status and personal situation of the incident participants that affected the incident, including physical and psychological stress,

j)
proposal of remedies to prevent further incidents including proposed terms of implementation,

k)
date and place of assessment making, name and signature of the authorized person,

l)
signature of the statutory body of the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking, depending on the subject competence.

(6)
Assessment of the causes and circumstances of a serious accident or an accident must be sent by the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking, depending on the subject competence, within 60 days from the occurrence of the incident to the Rail Safety Inspection Office and the rail administrative authority. If the 60 days deadline cannot be adhered to, the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking inform the Rail Safety Inspection Office and the rail administrative authority of the assumed later term of delivery of the assessment, including reasons for the postponement. Assessment of the causes and circumstances of the occurrence of the near misses is sent by the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking to the Rail Safety Inspection Office and the rail administrative authority upon their request only.

Section 11
Investigation of serious accidents in rail transport, accidents and near misses for establishing of causes and circumstances of the occurrence thereof by the Rail Safety Inspection Office
(1)
The Rail Safety Inspection Office investigates causes and circumstances of the occurrence of serious accidents (sub-section 49 (2) of the Act) in railway transport in nation-wide rail system, regional rail system, state border zone of these systems and on sidings. While establishing the causes and circumstances of the occurrence of incidents, it focuses on the establishing of causes of the occurrence of the incident and operates independently of the activities of the rail administrative authority and the prosecution. It also carries out state supervision in the matters of rail system (Section 58 of the Act) concerning the activity of the infrastructure manager and railway undertaking according to Section 9 and 10. If the Rail Safety Inspection Office does not launch investigation of the causes and circumstances of the occurrence of the incident on location of its occurrence once the occurrence of the incident has been reported according to Section 8, it provides the informant with a permission to clear the railway without delay [sub-section 49 (3) (c) of the Act].

(2)
The Rail Safety Inspection Office may also launch investigation of the causes and circumstances of the occurrence of incidents in the railway transport in the following scope:

a)
in case of serious accidents on a special, tramway, trolley-bus and cableway rails,

b)
for accidents and near misses on all rails, if

1.
the incidents repeat and it is assumed to be in direct or causal relation to defects in the system of organizational or technical ensuring of safe operation of a rail system or rail transport,

2.
the incident affects safe operation of the entire rail system and rail transport, or the near miss might lead to, under changed conditions, to a serious accident or to an accident,

3.
the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking requested investigation of the causes a circumstances of the incident.

(3)
While making decisions according to paragraph 2, the Rail Safety Inspection Office will take into account namely the following:

a)
seriousness of the incident,

b)
whether this is an incident in a series of incidents significant for the entire system of rail operation or transport operation,

c)
consequences of the incident for the safety of railway system or railway transport operation on the European Union level,

d)
requests of the infrastructure managers a railway undertakings.

(4)
Investigation of causes and circumstances of serious accidents in railway transport on a special, tramway, trolley-bus and cableway rail and for accidents or near misses on all rail systems will be launched by Rail Safety Inspection Office also upon the request of the rail administrative authority.

(5)
For the purposes of this Decree, an accident is defined as a collision or derailing of a rail vehicle, if they are not serious accidents, collisions of rail vehicles with road vehicles on level crossings with roads or elsewhere, death or injury to humans related to moving rail vehicles, rail vehicle fires and other incidents on railway equipment provided they result in a substantial damage3).

(6)
For the purposes of this Decree, a near miss is defined as an incident endangering regularity and smoothness of rail transport operation, safety of persons and safe functioning of constructions and devices, caused by operation of rail and rail transport, affecting safe operation of rail system and rail transport, or an event caused by leaking of dangerous goods during transport10), or danger caused by imminent risk of leaking of dangerous goods during rail transport, which does not constitute a serious accident or an accident.

(7)
For the purposes of this Decree, the collision of rail vehicles is defined as prohibited running of a rail vehicle into another rail vehicle regardless of the direction of their movement; running of a rail vehicle into an obstacle on a rail infrastructure is also classified as a collision of rail vehicles. For the purposes of this Decree, derailment of a rail vehicle is defined as a prohibited detachment of a vehicle wheel contact surface from the rail running surface.

(8)
For the purposes of this Decree, a killed person is defined as a person that died in the incident, or that suffered an injury in the incident that led to its death within 30 days from the occurrence of the incident; injury or death in the rail circumference not caused by the movement of rail vehicles is not classified as an incident according to this Decree.

Section 12
Report of results of investigation of causes and circumstances of an incident
Report of results of investigation of causes and circumstances of an incident will be prepared by the Rail Safety Inspection Office according to the specimen in the Annex 7 to this Decree. The report is usually within 6 months from the occurrence of the incident; if expert opinions or expert investigations causes of the incident have been requested, the deadline is prolonged within 2 months after the making of the expert opinion or report. The report will be sent by the Rail Safety Inspection Office to competent rail administrative authorities upon request.

Section 13
Measures to prevent incidents
(1)
Infrastructure manager and railway undertaking adopt, in view of the assessment of causes and circumstances of the incident, the established responsibilities, and/or (based on the safety recommendation of the Rail Safety Inspection Office) corresponding own measures to prevent incidents, and ensure regular inspections of implementation thereof.

(2)
Infrastructure manager and railway undertaking keep records of individual incidents, their causes and consequences according to subject competence and as a part of the measures to prevent further incidents.

(3)
If the investigation of causes and circumstances of the incident reveals that the source of danger lies outside the sphere of authority of the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking, the infrastructure manager or railway undertaking suggest, according to the activity carried out within the frame of their subject of business, to the rail administration authority to launch administrative proceeding to remove the source of danger to the rail system (Section 10 of the Act).

Section 14
Common provisions
(1)
If the rail vehicle incident occurs on a rail located on a road, proceed according to provision in Section 49 of the Act and according to provisions of the special regulation11).

(2)
The provisions of this Decree do not affect the procedures if the incident occurs during cross-border railway operation or railway transport, which are defined in corresponding international treaties12), legally binding for the Czech Republic, and corresponding arrangements between operators of railways that cross state borders, negotiated according to international treaties.

(3)
The provisions of this Decree do not affect the procedures defined in special legal regulations13) in case of incidents during rail operation or rail transport that occurred during transportation of nuclear materials and radionuclide emitters.

Section 15
Repealing provisions

Requirements to the management system for the rail operation safety and rail transport safety 

1. 
Requirements on the safety management system

The infrastructure manager and railway undertaking shall continuously document all relevant parts of the management system for the nation-wide and regional rail operation safety and rail transport safety. Internal regulations of the infrastructure manager shall describe the distribution of responsibilities within the organization as regards the ensuring of the infrastructure operation safety and rail transport safety. It shall show how control by the management on different levels is secured, how staff on all levels of control are involved in the safety management system and how continuous improvement of the safety management system is ensured.

2. 
Management system for the rail operation safety and rail transport safety shall state:
(a)
